Overview

This solicitation is based on the needs and strategies provided in SoCalGas’ Business Plan[footnoteRef:2] (page 60) as a tactic to achieve deeper energy efficiency savings. This solicitation encourages the exploration of all relevant delivery channels to produce a cost-effective program to maximize natural gas, electric, and water efficiency savings for residential manufactured homes customers.  Although traditional programs have proven to be successful, the legislative and regulatory mandate of doubling the energy efficiency target requires more aggressive and comprehensive efficiency upgrades.  Utilization of various delivery channels, such as, but not limited to, direct install can facilitate the delivery of energy efficiency retrofits to reduce energy and water use, thereby resulting in comprehensive energy efficiency savings from the residential manufactured homes segment.
This resource program RFA aims to solicit program ideas to address various segment barriers identified in SoCalGas’ Business Plan through comprehensive strategies such as, but not limited to:
· Providing simple / low cost EE retrofits;
· Customer co-pays for comprehensive / higher cost EE retrofits;
· Leveraging available financing options to fund project co-pays (e.g. REEL, PACE, OBF etc.)
· Including ways to use local contractors and vendors.

[bookmark: _Hlk526833394]This program may be made available to all residential manufactured homes customers throughout SoCalGas’ service territory but should include the flexibility to target specific customers based on criteria such as specific climate zones, income levels, transmission/distribution system needs, hard-to-reach (HTR) status, and members of disadvantaged communities. 
This solicitation will be conducted in two stages. Stage 1 is a Request for Abstract (“RFA”), and Stage 2 is a Request for Proposal (“RFP”) for bidders (“Bidder” or “Contractor”) selected from Stage 1. The RFA will enable bidders to provide sufficient information for SoCalGas to narrow down the selection to proceed to Stage 2.  If the Bidder submits a successful abstract, the Bidder will be invited to participate in the RFP.  A full RFP will be issued in Stage 2. It is important that Bidders should use the Abstract to provide relevant and sufficient detail and information about the design, implementation and management of a proposed program, targeted market and customer segment, and overall program design and goals. Bidders that successfully move on to the RFP stage must provide a proposal based on their initial abstract.

Purpose and Objectives
The purpose of this RFA is to evaluate abstracts for program design and implementation services for the Residential Manufactured Homes sector. Key elements to consider when bidding are:
· Program Objective
· Program Approach & Feasibility
· Cost
· Skills & Experience
If the abstract is successful, the bidder will be asked to submit an RFP at a later date that will include detailed information regarding information provided in the RFA along with additional information to further validate the proposal.
